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Forgive yourself, even Paul Dix makes mistakes!





Find a colleague and talk





Is there another adult to observe you for strategies or an ETA to help? 





Be prepared to say sorry and say what you did wrong.





Review with the class or individual how to prevent the situation





You are the adult; your job is to rebuild the trust bridge
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Tell them when and WHAT they do correctly





Make it personal; use their names (seating plans help)





Tell parents and other respected adults





Create roles of responsibility to be earnt





Give of your time and 
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Be as private as you can.





Talk about behaviour, actions, NOT personal qualities





Give choices, outline the resulting consequences





Always give what you say





Walk away, leave the secondary behaviour alone





Follow up every incident yourself and quickly





Catch the student doing something good ASAP
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Speak to students as if their parents were next to you





Speak in the same tone and body language you wish to be spoken to
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Greet students personally with a positive open welcome





You want to teach them, they can learn





Congratulate everyone who is following the ritual (equipment out etc)





Only correct at the end of the entry
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Spend time working out the ’Rules’





Keep them simple. No more than 5 at a time





Work them out together





Advertise them





Have different rituals for transfer of activities, (countdowns, seating plans, end of lessons)





Video yourself to spot the strange mannerism, check for positive open language 
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4 positive comments to 1 negative





Own the room- walk around





Be physically close to disruption





Don’t shout





Keep your emotional buttons private (‘if you carry on I’ll get angry)





Refer back to good behaviour





Develop trust, respect will follow
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Follow the school behaviour policy





Refer to agreed /school rules





Be clear on why a consequence is being issued





Your behaviour and attitude is your best teaching tool; demonstrate how to behave under stress





Knowing what to expect from you will allow students to make mistakes 





Always keep a promise
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
